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Fish are important in the stories and
symbols of many cultures and religions.

The largemouth bass is the largest
member of the sunfish family. It is found
many parts of eastern Canada, in areas
with clear water and vegetation. It is a
predator that eats crayfish, frogs and fish
including, sometimes, smaller largemouth
bass.

The largemouth bass lays its eggs in round
nests which the male scoops out from the
lake or pond bottom. The males guard the
eggs and newly hatched young for up to a
month. After that the young are free to
move off on their own — and to watch out
for bigger, hungrier bass!

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To make your paper model

1.Cut out all pieces.

2. Cut gill plates.

5. Glue fin A tabs to inside of body
pieces (top of back).

8. Glue qill plates together. This will

act as a “dart” and shape the head.

3. Glue two pieces of fin types A, B

and C together. Do not glue tabs.

6. Glue tail fin (B) tabs to inside of
body.

9. Glue lower jaw to inside walls of
head, just covering the “X"s.

You will need: scissors, glue for paper (glue sticks work well)

4. Fold body in half along back (do not
crease). Glue back tab into place on
opposite side.

7. Glue bottom tabs together and glue
fins (C) in place.

10. Glue fins “*D” on the sides at the
“X"s. Fold slightly outwards to
support model.
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
